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SECTION 1. SERVICES DESCRIPTION

Providing services on security, access and site security regime of temporary buildings,
Facilities, structures and territories at off-site construction Facilities of NPP Paks-2, located at
the address:

— 7030, Medje Tolna, Paks, industrial area of the NPP Paks-2 under construction.

SECTION 2. SERVICE DETAILS

Subsection 2.1 Scope (list) of provided services

2.1.1 Provision of physical security services at the Facilities.
2.1.2 Provision of services for the implementation (provision) of access and site security
regime at the secured Facilities.

Subsection 2.2 Description of provided services

2.2.1 Provision of round-the-clock physical security of the Facilities through the
organization of round-the-clock guard posts. Protection of secured Facilities from security
incidents. Protection of tangible assets transferred for protection or entrusted for use. Prevention
and suppression of crimes and administrative offenses at secured Facilities. Protection of life and
health of citizens at the secured Facilities.

2.2.2 Ensuring access and site security regime. Preventing unauthorized persons from
entering the Facilities, as well as persons under the influence of alcohol or drugs. Search and
detention of persons who illegally entered the Facilities. Control of entry-exit of material assets
to and from the territory of the security Facilities.

2.2.3 Informing the branch of Trust RosSEM LLC in Hungary (hereinafter — the Customer)
about the occurrence of accidents and emergencies at the Secured Facilities.

2.2.4 Ensuring the preservation and proper operation of engineering and technical means of
security at the Facilities where these means are installed.

2.2.5 Providing help and assistance within own competence to law enforcement agencies,
the Customer, in solving the tasks assigned to them.

Subsection 2.3 Scope of provided services

To organize the protection of the Objects, 1 (one) round-the-clock post of 2 (two) security
guards is required around-the-clock. This number of posts is the maximum to ensure the full
security of all Facilities.

Transfer of the Facilities for security, increase/decrease in the number of posts, change in
the location (boundaries of the post territory), the scope and terms of security of the Facilities,
establishment and change in the regime (procedure) of service are carried out on the instructions
of the Customer by written notice to the Contractor at least 5 working days before the date of
introduction of changes. The order of duty, the number of guard posts, and the composition of
guard shifts are determined by the Customer based on the construction readiness of the Facilities,
service (production) needs, their location, and the current operational situation, as well as on the
basis of current Hungarian legislation and departmental regulations governing this type of
activity.

Mode of duty: DAILY AND ROUND-THE-CLOCK (unless otherwise specified by the
Customer)
Place of services — temporary buildings and structures, storage sites, warehouse complexes
(premises, structures), auxiliary construction Facilities located at the address:
— 7030, Medje Tolna, Paks, industrial area of the NPP Paks-2 under construction.




SECTION 3. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

Subsection 3.1 General requirements

3.1.1 The organization of security, the requirements for the technical security of the
facility, the actions of security guards are determined by the legislation of Hungary.

3.1.2 The Contractor carries out the access and security site regime at the Facilities and in
case of illegal actions or violation of the access regime, takes measures in accordance with the
legislation of Hungary. Access control and site security regimes are established by the Customer.

3.1.3 Availability of uniforms and official IDs.

3.1.4 Utility maintenance of modular buildings at the expense of the Contractor (including
payment of electricity, water supply, purchase and installation of heat and energy meters,
removal of solid and liquid household waste, sanitary and epidemiological treatment of common
areas of security personnel).

3.1.5 The time of arrival of the mobile group to assist the security guard in performing the
security function is not more than 10 minutes from the moment of the call.

3.1.6 Shift changing is at least every 24 hours.

3.1.7 Mandatory round-the-clock patrolling of the perimeter of the Facilities by guard
posts (patrols) on foot and using own or rented vehicles along the routes and at intervals approved
by the Customer, capable of moving around the territory of the secured Facilities, in the absence
of permanent landscaped roads and across the country.

3.1.8 The Contractor is not allowed to:

— change the schedule and order of duty without the approval of the Customer;

— arrange places for employees’ accommodation on the territory of secured Facilities.

3.1.9. Period of services:

— within 44 days of signing the contract.

Subsection 3.2 Requirements for quality of provided services

3.2.1. The quality of services provided shall comply with legal requirements and the terms
of the contract.

3.2.2. When providing services, the Contractor shall be guided by the requirements of
Hungarian legislation.

3.2.4 The Contractor shall develop, agree with the Customer and approve sets of necessary
service documentation according to this terms of reference and its appendices (checklists, duty
schedules, monthly annotation report, etc., including interaction with law enforcement agencies)
for the secured Facilities in accordance with the requirements of Hungarian legislation.

3.2.5 The Contractor is responsible for the compliance of the Contractor's employees with
health, safety and fire safety regulations and other requirements of Hungarian legislation in the
provision of services.

3.2.6 The Contractor undertakes to:

— carry out access and site security regime in accordance with the requirements of federal
laws, regulatory legal acts, instructions (regulations), orders and directives defining the
procedure for the organization of protection of temporary buildings, Facilities, structures and
territories used by the branch of Trust RosSEM LLC in Hungary;

— ensure security of the Facilities against security incidents, safety of secured material
assets, suppress crimes and offenses at the secured Facilities;

— if there are any signs of intrusion by unauthorized persons, take measures to detain them
by notifying the Customer and law enforcement authorities;




— participate in the development of documents specifying the access and site security
regime;

— upon information from the Customer about the commission (threat of commission) of
offenses at the secured Facilities at any time of the day send a mobile rapid response team to the
Facility to suppress offenses and detain offenders;

— compensate the damage caused to the Customer, other individuals and legal entities as
a result of unlawful actions (inaction) of the employees of the security unit (compensation for
damages is carried out in the manner prescribed by the legislation of the Russian Federation in
the terms established by the Customer);

— in matters related to the organization of access and site security regime at the secured
Facilities, perform the instructions of the Customer through the Deputy Director for Security in
accordance with the documents governing the access and site security regime;

— together with the Customer's employees carry out control checks of the awareness of
the guards (securities);

— draw up certificates (reports) on violations of access or site security regime and provide
them to the Customer within 24 hours after drawing up the certificate;

— to inform the Customer through the Deputy Director for Security about all incidents,
violations of access and site security regime, detentions, including the results of individual or
joint raids;

— issue in a timely manner to the checkpoints with access functions the documents
determining the access of personnel and visitors to the secured Facilities;

— monthly, as well as at the request of the Customer to provide information on the state
of security, changes in the situation, incidents, and abnormal situations, as well as reports on the
results of the enhanced service options;

— carry out systematic commission inspections of the security system and TSE complex
(after commissioning) in accordance with the established inspection schedules with the
participation of the representatives of the Customer;

— in cases of fire, accident, explosion, or other emergencies on the territory of the secured
Facilities, adjacent territory, or at the C/P, immediately notify the duty services of the Police
Department and the Customer in accordance with the requirements of regulations and the current
legislation of Hungary;

— ensure the protection of entrusted Facilities in case of emergencies, allocate personnel
and machinery in accordance with the agreed and approved plans;

— ensure the delivery of security personnel to carry out their duties at the secured facility;

— provide the Contractor's personnel carrying out the tasks of securing the Customer's
Facilities with weapons, special means, personal armor, and wireless communication means at
their own expense;

— take part in training sessions held by the Trust RosSEM LLC branch in Hungary as part
of training on the interaction of forces and means in the event of emergencies;

— assist, within the limits of own competence, law enforcement agencies in solving the
tasks assigned to them;

— ensure that order is maintained at the C/P;

— ensure the safety and keep in good order the office premises, equipment, inventory, and
other property of the Customer transferred to the Contractor for operation;

— keep the necessary documentation on the activities of the posts;

— provide the Customer with shift schedules for approval;

— provide the customer with a daily report (information) on the results of the service for
the past day;




— provide the Customer with schedules of joint, control inspections of duty carried out by
the Contractor's security guards (securities);

— provide the Customer with instructions issued by the Contractor's superior bodies or
supervisory authorities, etc;

— ensure that all of the Contractor's employees comply with occupational health and fire
safety rules and regulations;

— in case of absence of a security officer at the guard post, or in case of gross violation of
the rules of duty, the Contractor shall be obliged to place (replace) a new security officer
according to the results of control by the Contractor's staff and/or at the request of the Customer.
In this case, the time of the employee replacement can not exceed one hour from the time of
receipt of the request. For the duration of an employee replacement, security is provided by the
"free" shift (reserve).

Gross violations of the rules of duty by an officer include:

— Unauthorized abandonment of a guard post;

— Unauthorized opening of the secured premises, except for the actions of a security guard
in emergency situations;

— Taking alcohol, narcotic (toxic) drugs and (or) psychotropic substances;

— Unauthorized access of unauthorized persons and vehicles to the site;

— Non-compliance with the internal regulations established by the Standard for the
organization of access and site security regime at the Facilities of the Trust RosSEM LLC branch
in Hungary;

— The changing by the Contractor the schedule of duty at the facility without the
Customer's consent;

_ Absence of uniforms in accordance with the requirements of these Terms of Reference;

— Absence or improper keeping the necessary documents, stipulated by the Standard of
the organization of access and secured site regime at the Facilities of the Trust RosSEM LLC
branch in Hungary, as well as this terms of reference;

— Incorrect or rude treatment of the Customer's employees or visitors;

— Sleeping or smoking at the post, as well as cooking and eating while on guard duty;

— Carrying out work not related to official duties;

— Acceptance (including for temporary storage) and transfer of any items from any
persons (to any persons).

All of the aforementioned gross violations indicate the substandard service provision. In
case of gross violations of the rules of service, the Customer is entitled to apply penalties in the
order and in the amount provided for in the Contract for the services provision.

3.2.7 For the qualitative provision of security services at the Facilities, the Contractor
shall have available:

— Qualified personnel in the number necessary for service, subject to compliance with
labor laws and other regulations governing labor (security) activities, as well as to ensure the
shift and interchangeability of securities;

— Its own rapid response team of 2 officers and its own reserve rapid response team of 2
officers (with round-the-clock service) to assist the securities. Develop rapid response teams only
from the most trained officers. The remoteness of the permanent location of the rapid response
team from the protected Facilities shall make it possible for the team to arrive within 10 minutes
from the time of the call, subject to the traffic rules in Hungary;

— Vehicles (own or rented) with the color scheme of the security organization for the
departure of the mobile rapid response team and the reserve mobile rapid response team (at least
2 units). Including at least 1 off-road unit, which provides the ability to move cross-country and
in the absence of paved roads;
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— Wireless mobile communications equipment (at least one unit per guard post or C/P,
and at least two units per rapid response team) and wireless radio communications equipment (at
least one unit per C/P, patrol team, individual post, and two units per rapid response team).

— Rubber sticks (RS), steel bracelets (handcuffs) — at least 1 set for each officer;

— Electric lights (at least one unit per guard post (patrol) and at least two units per rapid
response group);

— Mirrors for vehicle inspection at each C/P;

— Vests with light-reflecting coating — at least 1 for each officer.

Subsection 3.3 Requirements for warranty obligations regarding the provided services

Subsection 3.4 Confidentiality Requirements

When performing its obligations, the Contractor shall comply with the requirements for
the protection of any information of limited distribution in the prescribed manner. Information
received by the Contractor in the process of implementation of contractual obligations shall not
be disclosed to third parties during the term of the contract and after its termination.

Subsection 3.5 Requirements for the safety of service provision and service deliverables

The Contractor shall ensure that the employees involved in the provision of services
strictly comply with the rules and regulations of federal law, including those in the field of
occupational health and fire safety.

Subsection 3.6 Requirements for the customer personnel training

Not applicable

Subsection 3.7 Requirements for the Structure of the Bidder’s Technical Proposal

In accordance with the requirements of procurement documents.

Subsection 3.8 Special Requirements

3.8.1 To have the rights to carry out private security activities on the territory of Hungary
within the framework established by these terms of reference.

3.8.2 The locations of the posts are determined by the Customer depending on the
construction readiness of the Facilities to be secured.
3.8.3 Accommodation of security guards on the territory of security Facilities is prohibited.

Providing round-the-clock physical security, access and site security regime of the

Subsection 4.2 Requirements for acceptance of services

The Contractor shall submit to the Customer no later than the 01 (first) day of the month
following the reporting month an acceptance certificate for the services rendered (two copies),
a proforma invoice, an invoice (for VAT payers), or UTD (Universal Transfer Document), and
an annotation report.

If there are no claims to the Contractor from the Customer, the latter shall sign the
acceptance certificate for the services rendered within 5 working days from the date of its

receipt.
